With Ahura Mazda’s sacrifice you were
given the strength of ten horses, ten camels, ten bulls, ten mountains, and
ten rivers. You overcame the Daeva Apaosha and let down the waters of the
Vourukasha to wash the land with your healing rain.?

Oh Tishtrya, Dog Star, we will not forget to strengthen you with sacrifice,
least we should be deprived of your healing rains. You who move along your
long winding course, along the path made for you by the gods, along the
way appointed for you, the watery way.
